2. Glossary

Nothing was added on this call.  Submittals of terms and definitions are requested from team members, and preferably if they have been developed and accepted by expert groups.  Christian said he would be able to work on the terms “Functional Requirements” and “Non-Functional Requirements” in two weeks.  He planned to discuss this with Eric Dubois.  The term “Vertical” was left to the Orlando meeting to be defined.

3. ebXML Business Process Methodology

Ron Zoppo determined that Sunny Singh was available to participate in a meeting with Edifecs, proposed for the week of 24 January in Seattle.  Ron further agreed to check with Sunny on inviting OAG representatives to the meeting.  However, it was noted on the call that the OAG had a meeting scheduled for that same week in Orlando (25-27 Jan.), which presented a conflict with a Seattle meeting, but also an opportunity for OAG representatives to meet with the BPM team in Orlando. This led to a suggestion for a BPM meeting in Orlando prior to the ebXML meeting that begins at 1:00 on 31 Jan.  Paul and Jim said they would invite OAG representatives to meet in the a.m. on 31 Jan.  Jen-Yao agreed to contact Edifecs in the same regard.

Based on very positive response from both OAG and Edifecs, there will be a BPM project team meeting, 8:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m. on 31 Jan. at the Orlando venue.  Also, Eric Dubois from S.W.I.F.T. had indicated he would be present and in a position to report on the S.W.I.F.T. methodology to provide an in-depth overview of the tool S.W.I.F.T. is developing to support the methodology.

4. Survey

New question proposed to be added to the survey are:

· Is your business process modeling methodology based on a method developed by an experts group, e.g., Unified Process, or is it self-defined.

Also, it was suggested that input on this survey be solicited from the other teams during the week in Orlando.

The following questions were previously formulated:

· How does a “vertical” converge on a common business process methodology in their space?

· Indicate the application scope of your business process methodology within a super-set of cross-industry processes such as suggested in the TMWG Industry Independent Commerce Framework paper (attached to email forwarding this report),

· What components of business processes, such as stated in the TMWG paper need to be “normalized” to make them interoperable?

· Identify the life cycle of your products/services;

· Are you willing to cooperate with the ebXML initiative and accept the results as global solutions?

· Does your vertical industry utilize an object model to define and exchange data between trading partners, ie. DOM, SAX, CBL, CORBA, etc.

· If you are developing object models, are they derived from individual company relational databases, XML Object editors, or existing object models, DOM, SAX, etc.

· To the extent you use an object model have you defined common data elements as a result of your implementation of the objects in the models you have selected?  If so what are they?

· What relational data model, if any, do you use as a basis for your XML specifications?
