Discussion:

1. BP Modeling Specification

Draft version 2.0 was posted on 23 June at the URLs:

Some corrections were noted that still needed to be incorporated.  ACTION: Upon receipt of the corrections Marcia will post the corrected document to the URL and notify ebXML when it is available for review.  There was a question on line numbering.  In response, lines should be numbered over the entire document, not by page.  Karsten requested the team leads to find an editor for the scenario section of the technical specification.  It was agreed that broader participation is needed.  ACTION: Marcia agreed to notify the ebXML Steering Committee of our interest in receiving comments on the specification and to discuss this on the StC conference call on 5 July.

2. Comments review

ACTION: Brian agreed to provide comment disposition statements on comments 9 – 32 and forward to Paul.  ACTION: Bill agreed to correct the disposition statement on comment 36 and forward to Paul.

3. Core Components interaction

Brian reported on his discussion with CC PT members.  He forwarded his written report to CC PT members.  ACTION: Brian agreed to forward the report to people on the call and to soon thereafter post it on the BP PT website.  There will be a BP PT conference call on Friday 30 June at 12:00 p.m. US Eastern Daylight Time to discuss Brian’s report and to prepare for a joint conference call with the CC PT, proposed for Monday 10 July at 12:00 p.m. US Eastern Daylight Time.  If calling from within the US, access both calls by dialing (888) 699-0348 followed by a PIN of 4747#.  If calling from outside the US, dial +1 (732) 336-6000 followed by a PIN of 4747#.  Call duration for each call will be up to 1.5 hours.  ACTION: Marcia agreed to document the call and follow-up in preparation for the 10 July call.  ACTION: Paul will notify the CC PT members of the proposed 10 July call.

It was agreed that a demonstration example was needed to traverse the integrated BP and CC metamodel (i.e., ebXML metamodel).  Brian has a price check example that should suffice for a proof-of-concept.  Information on the Proof-of-Concept listserve from team lead Nick Kassem follows.  We need to coordinate our demonstration with the PoC PT.

4. Action items

As stated in the 19 June report, Paul still had not heard from Keith Finkelde regarding the Requirements Specification.  ACTION: Paul will try to contact Keith.  Paul stated that the Edifecs-RosettaNet situation is still unresolved.  Karsten suggested contacting Vitria as a possible RosettaNet contact that may be able to comment on the BP metamodel.  ACTION: Karsten will inquire of Vitria as to their willingness to work with the BP PT in this regard.

5. Minneapolis Methodology Meeting

It was noted that methodologies for specifying business process models according to the BP metamodel can be approached at two levels: 1) when a business process is already well-defined and possibly even modeled in some respect, 2) when the scope of the business process to be modeled is not yet determined.  The BP PT has already addressed the first level in the scenario section.  The TMWG UMM addresses the second level.  It was agreed that a joint meeting with the TMWG would be beneficial in reaching agreement on relating the UMM to the BP metamodel.  To that end, it was proposed that an early p.m. meeting be held with the TMWG on 17 July.  ACTION: Paul will contact the TMWG Chair to request that such a meeting be placed on the TMWG agenda.
