A working context mechanism relies on authoritative context values and sources of values.  To be able to be used programmatically, it is essential that the authoritative values be available in the form of a code list with required information to ensure consistency, validity, and usability.  This information is needed for every context category.  The context categories themselves must also be authoritatively defined to ensure consistency in their use and storage in a registry.  Although extended context categories may also be allowed, they should be required to convey the same source, source agency, and source version as the preassigned context categories.  All of this information (both the relevant information as shown in the example as well as the authoritative code list) must be available wherever a BIE is being used to ensure complete understanding of both the semantics and the uses of the BIE.
